Welcome to the Summer Acad-
emy in Architecture hosted by 
CBU. This program is designed 
as an immersion program of pre-
sentations and testimonies from 
faculty of CBU and architects 
from around the country shar-
ing observations on the ques-
tion, “What is Architecture?” 
Students have the opportunity 
to listen, interact, and grow. 
Students will also make several 
short design explorations during 
the week as part of a “studio” 
experience.
